o As you enter the Library, place books
that you wish to check-in on Circulation
desk in front of sign labeled CHECK-IN.




Check-Out

o Kindergarten & 1st students may
check out one book each week.
These books may be taken home and

returned the following week.

o 4th & 5th grade may check out up to
three books each week and books
may go home.




All books are checked out for 7 days

— Students may recheck a book if the book has not been
reserved for another student or teacher.

Overdue Materials

— Students who have overdue materials longer than 14 days
may not check out other materials until the overdue materials
are paid for or returned
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
